 Board of Commissioners Special Meeting

Mayor McKoy called the meeting to order at 4:07.

Commissioner Sallie McLean gave the Invocation.

Manager Pearson has given his resignation to the Maxton Board of Commissioners listing his last day as October 31, 2006.  He has accepted a Manager position in Wahlsenburg, Colorado which fits in with his long range goals of moving back to his home in Colorado.  Mr. Pearson expressed that he has been glad to be a part of Maxton and appreciates all that the Council has done for and in support of him.  He believes that great things are happening in Maxton.

There has been no advertising for the manager’s position yet.  The Mayor has spoken to Katrina Tatum about serving as Maxton’s Interim Manager.  Ms. Tatum served for three years as Fairmont’s Interim Manager and is available to start before Mr. Pearson leaves.

Commissioner Dean made a motion that the Board accept Eric Pearson’s resignation and appoint Katrina Tatum as Interim Manager.  Commissioner Mclean seconded the motion. Commissioner Oxendine questioned the timing of deciding on an Interim today and expressed that he was not ready to appoint someone today.  The vote was Commissioners Dean, Hamer, and McLean for and Commissioner Oxendine against.  The motion carried.

Mayor brought up that the Board needed to decide on a salary to offer Ms. Tatum.  Mr. Pearson will submit a salary range and a proposed starting date by Tuesday, October 10, 2006 regular meeting.  Ms. Tatum comes highly recommended from the LRCOG director, Jim Perry and the Fairmont Mayor.

It was pointed out that Ms. Tatum needs to understand that this is strictly an Interim position.

Commissioner Dean suggested establishing a search committee to look for the next manager.
